A Promising Start
Determined to operate a “paperless” office, Dr. Bradd implemented an integrated electronic
health record (EHR), scheduling system and medical billing program in his new office.
However, in the midst of the techno-revolution, the de facto communications standard at the
time - the fax machine - remained a part of Dr. Bradd’s automation plan, until “paper 
metastases” set in and almost chocked the life out of his growing practice.

The Problem

In medicine, the term “metastases” refers to the process of a disease (usually cancer cells)
spreading to another part of the body.  Once metastasis begins, it’s often impossible to stop.

In Dr. Bradd’s case, what had started as a small stream of patient-specific faxes had grown into
a raging river of paper, invading every corner of his practice.  His staff spent valuable time just
separating patient-related faxes from the glut of junk faxes that his office received every day.
Worse yet, Dr. Bradd’s “paperless practice” was costing him a fortune in paper and toner!

The Challenge
Rather than dismiss the value of faxing altogether, Dr. Bradd set out to find a way to make
faxing better.  He started by analyzing where faxes were coming from and then separating them
into two categories:  medically related and junk.

Next, in keeping with his vision of a totally automated office (there’s a computer in virtually
every room), Dr. Bradd decided on digital faxing as a solution to the paper glut.  After
considering several vendors, he selected Zetafax because it provides the ability to send and
receive faxes digitally, as well as annotate and sign them digitally.  In addition, Zetafax is
compatible with his EHR provider, Practice Partner.

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The Solution
Dr. Bradd’s digital faxing solution includes Zetafax implemented on a Novell server with two
fax boards (incoming and outgoing) and two telephone lines, allowing free flow in and out of
the practice.  Fifteen individual PCs running Zetafax client software are connected to the fax
server via a local area network.  It took Dr. Bradd about 10 hours of total time to set up the
entire system.

At the heart of the solution is a “fax receptionist” - a staff member who can review all 
incoming faxes on her PC - who receives, reviews, and forwards the fax to the appropriate
person’s computer.  Junk faxes are immediately removed to a virtual trash can, eliminating any
chance of being printed out and wasting more paper and toner.  Because patient records are
available electronically from every computer in the office, all patient-specific faxes can be
reviewed against the patient’s electronic record, saving time, reducing mishandled files, and
eliminating diagnostic and treatment errors.

Setting up the solution was easy.  Once the hardware and phone lines were installed, Dr.
Bradd’s staff set up a cover page on each computer and added commonly used phone 
numbers.  They also created digital “letterheads” and signatures that can be attached to faxes
when needed.

A Step Beyond
Not satisfied just with saving time and toner, Dr. Bradd set out to educate those who 
communicated with him by fax.  For nursing homes that use the fax to request prescriptions or
report patient conditions, Dr. Bradd created a call protocol that lists common problems and
gives guidelines on the practice’s policy about receiving faxes.  Standardized fax forms were
created and provided to the nursing homes as downloadable .PDF files to ensure 
consistent information flow.

Finally, Dr. Bradd also created tutorials and links on his practices’ website for other 
physicians, providing tips and techniques for using Zetafax to streamline electronic medical
records.

The Results

Dr. Bradd estimates that implementing a digital fax solution with Zetafax has saved his 
practice thousands of dollars in staff time, paper, toner, and other supplies.  Even more
important is the part Zetafax has played in helping Dr. Brad to get control of not only 
outgoing information, but what flows in as well.  No more “paper metastases!”
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
